<SPAN class=Header><SPAN class=GeneralText>Administrative resource.</SPAN></SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>During November in many oblasts of Ukraine there were political parties conferences under patronage of oblast administrations. But on this meeting officials allowed themselves to express direct support or non-support to the concrete political patries and potential candidates in majoritarian districts.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>In November there were essential personnel changes in executive bodies of power authorities and local self-government, which were conncted with elections. From one side this is connected with strenthening of executive vertical by experienced and checked with elections people, from other side, - those officials which want to nominate thier candidatures already give their seats to reliable people, through which they can leave thier own influence on the spheres of thier control. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Political parties and blocs.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>In November bloc "Za edynu Ukraine" (For One Ukraine) comletely fineshe it`s structural building. Practically in each region election headquarters were formed, party conferences of the parties-paticipants of the bloc were conducted. Main goals of the conferences were making desicions about joining the bloc identification of delegates for party congresses. Very often of those conferences heads of administration, government representatives were present. Conferences took place in state facilities (mainly in the buildings of administrations), administration transport and equipment was used.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>The most famous action of November was "Dialoge" program founede by bloc "Za edynu Ukrainu" (For One Ukraine). Besides of the goal, which was widely advertised - collection of citizens` wishes to write the bloc election program, this action has also hidden goals - to form voters database, which is potential bloc electorate. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>In November final structure of bloc "Nasha Ukraina" (Your Ukraine) wasn`t formed, so this bloc wasn`t very active in the regions. Representatives of the bloc mainly concentrated on distribution of seats in election headquarters, quotas in election list and process of agreement on candidates in majoritarian districts. Often conficts, which take place among bloc participants, had quit scandal character and were in focus of publications in mass media. Special and opened support to "Nasha Ukraina" (Your Ukraine) from the side of administrative vertical wasn`t registered in any oblast of Ukraine. But after Liberal Party joined the bloc, CVU experts don`t exclude, that executive vertical in Sumy oblast will support the bloc actively. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>"NRU za ednist" (People`s Movement for Unity" conducts active negotiations with local bracnhes of NRU (People`s Movement of Ukraine) and UNR (Ukrainian People`s Movement) Hinting at big financial resources and media support in the future, they try to recruite those activists to join the bloc "Narodniy Rukh Ukrainy" (People`s movement of Ukraine). </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>"Ginky za maibunye Ukrainy" (Women for the future of Ukraine), "Yabkolo" (Apple) and PZU (Party of greens of Ukraine) continued powerful PR. In November reduced much (and some places disappeared totally) media activities of party "Nova Generatsiya" (New Generation). Small quantity of their formed regional branches has not conducted any activities. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Party "Yednyst" (Unity) had formed it`s branches in all oblasts of Ukraine, but it doesn`t very active there, just in Kyiv, where massive joining of officials, state workers, state budget workers was observed.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>SDPU(o) (Social Democratic Party (united) and "Democratychniy souyz" (Democratic union) conducted several actions in the regions. Mostly is was patronage of different charity-cultural-educational events and congratulations to target groups of voters with thier rpofessional holidays. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Leftist parties concentrated thier activities on commemoration of anniversary of October events of 1917 and mass actions for reducing of rates for communal services. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Majoritarian districts.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>In November the main candidates for majoritarian districts conducted activities there. Their activities mostly concentrated on preliminary negotiations with power authorities representatives, potential competitors, asking support from leadership of powerful parties and blocs, creation of election headqurters, conducting of basic polls. There were also massive charity actions, providing of free goods and servicesfrom potential candidates in the districts.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>In November oblast administations prepared propositions to the CEC about boundaries of election districts. According to the information, which became known to CVU, thay propose to change one third of the existing districts. Mostly they agrue that by changing of demografical situation in th region. According to that information, often the goal of those changes is to "split" basic districts of oppositional candidates. Other purpose of boundary changes is uniting of one rayon in the district to concentrate administrative resource on support of one candidate. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>But legislative regulation of this process is quit strict, so CEC have to skip the majority of those propositions. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Census of population.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>In November one of the most actual topics was use of population cesusfor agitation or collection of additional data about citizens by different political parties. Because the census started in December, CVU doesn`t have information about violation during it`s conducting. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>But on the stage of formation of commissions the topic of abuses was discussed actively. For example, on 17th of November on the 5th reporting-elective conference of Donetsk PDP there were opened statements to use population census for party agitation. In Kamyanets-Podilskiy on the briefing with census instructors city mayor Mazurchak discribed how much city authorities do for city inhabitants and how life level became better during last time. There is information about including to the census commissions political aprties representatives.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Pre-election situation monitoring</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Main mission of CVU long term observers (LTO`s) was to collect information about different violations during pre-election campaign. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Because campaign hasn`t started yet officiallly, under violation in this report we mean:</SPAN>
· <SPAN class=GeneralText>violation of basic political rights and freedoms of people (forcing to join the politicla party, obligatory collection of money for election campaign).</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>pressure on opposition and mass media.</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>bribery of voters, free or low price providing of goods and services.</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>use of offficial position to support any political force.</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>distribution of anonimous and slander information.</SPAN> 

<SPAN class=GeneralText>Comparing to October, in November CVU LTO`s registered more of those violations, what we connect with reducing time left for elections and activization of all political forces. Structure of registered violations, and parts of sources of those violations hasn`t changed essentially. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Sources of Violations</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>(See diagram 1)</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>1. Essential part in the structure of registerd violations is use of official position to support concrete political forces – 29% (we hace to remark, that forcing to join the party, and also obligatory collection of money for election campaign are separated from this part). &frac34; of violation of this type took place from the side of state and local authorities representatives, other – from the side of leadership of establishments, ennterprises, organizations.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Donets oblast. Rayon holiday «I`m soldier, mother», dedicated to recruitment of youth to the army, took place in the village Ivanopilllya of Konstantinopol rayon. That event was organized by department of youth and sport of oblast state administration and Center of Social Services for Youth, and under patronage of Party of regions. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Zakarpattya oblast. Office (headquarters) of Tyachiv rayon branch of Social Democratic Patry (United) is based in the building of rayon state administration neurbouring the dept. of interior politics. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Lugansk oblast. Head of Oblast State administration had a speech of support of bloc "Za edynu Ukrainu" (For one Ukraine).</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Mykolayv oblast. Head of oblast organization of People`s Democratic Party (PDP) Emelyanov after several "consultations" with Head of oblast administration Garkusha had a speech on TV, where told that he will never nominate his person in any majoritarian districts. It was very strange to listen for 102 delegates of PDP conference, which nominated Yemelyanov for candidate in district # 129.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Kherson oblast. On 10th of November in cinema and concert hall «Yuvilayniy» in the framework of National tour of pop stars there was concert, which was organized of Unity "Zinky za Maybutnye" (Women for Parties). Delegations from all rayons of oblast were brought for the concert. More than 1500 people received free invitations for it. According to the information of newspaper "Khersonsliy Visnyk", all correspondent services of city and oblast were involved to prepare that "huge polit-pop show".</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Chernivtsi oblast. On the 3rd of November during oblast reporting-election conference of Agrarian party of Ukraine Head of Obalst State Administration T.Bauer claimed about his support of this party. The same statement was claimed by him dirung "hot line" in the newspaper "Molodiy Bukovynets". On one of meeting of political biefing of Oblast State Administration T. Baurer told that current majoritarian deputies probably will not be reelected, because they "worked too hard".</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Volyn oblast. On 16th of November on the holiday meeting, dedicated to Day of agriculture workers, which was organized by initiative of Main department of agriculture and food of Volyn oblast state administration there were greeting from the name of Agrarian Party of Ukraine, there were party flags in the hall.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>2. The main part in th structure of registered violations is free or low price providing of goods and services – 34%. According to this type of violations the leaders are (like in October) "Yabluko" (Apple) and "Zhinky za Maybutnye" (Women for future), but the same activities took place for the majority of the political parties. Essential part of violations were registered from the side of deputies from majoritarian districts or potential candidates.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Dnipropetrovsk oblast. In Nikopol city during action «Autumn Beauty» «Yabluko» distributed gifts. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Dnipropetrovsk oblast. «Democratic Union» organized free subscription of newspapers for intellectual elite of Kriviy Rig city.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Dnipropetrovsk oblast.. "Women for future" visited military base Gvardiyske. They conducted agitation among women with military grades. Those women received make up packages. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Donetsk oblast. People Deputy Raisa Bogatyryova helps everyone how he «can» : she gave for free to the personnel of city hospital #12 ambulance car, to schools – computer, and to Budyonovksi police department – car and computer.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Ivano-Frankivska oblast. In the cities of Delyatin and Ivano-Frankivsk Agrarian Party of Ukraine distributed gifts to pensioners and invalids. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Kirovograd oblast. Party «Labor Ukraine». They organized children play ground and through mass media they told that they will build 9 ones more. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Kharkiv oblast. In the village of Serpneve of Valky rayon representatives of «Women for the future» distributed to the mother with many children food packages and cleaning powders.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Kherson oblast. Kahovka. November. 75 veterans of WWII received free subscription for rayon newspaper «Kahovska zorya» from Kahovka rahyon organization of «Women for future».</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Khmelnytskiy oblast. «Yabluko» (Apple) party organized free children movies in the cinema. Weekly free distribution of party newspapers in oblast center. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Chernogov oblast.Chernigiv oblast organization of «Yabluko» started to distribute free invitations for children movies in the cinema.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>3. Forcing to join the political party. Approximately 1/10 part of registerd violations connected with forcing recruitment to several political parties. On your opinion, continuing of this low effective (from the final outcome point of view) form of pre-election activities, says that local political elites before election campaign actively trying to show their unique place in the eyes of central leadership. Reporting about «astronomic» progression of membership is for local leadership of several political parties method to save their positions and growing of their authorities in the eyes of central leadership before elections. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Donetsk oblast. Party of Regions conducts «massive recruitment» of enterprises and establishments personnel of Donetsk oblast. Donetsk oblast Socialist Party leader Oleg Rybakov claimed about that, during his speech on the meeting of party political council, which units leaders of oblast branches of political parties. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Lugansk oblast. All personnel of communal enterprise «Vodokanalgospodarstvo» received proposition to join the Party of Regions. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>4. Non-transparent financing of election campaign. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Zaporizhzha oblast. Advertisement with name of future candidate and name of factory, where he is a director. Advertisement has camouflages under regular social advertisement and advertisement of that enterprise. Factory paid for that advertisement.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>5. Pressure on opposition or independent mass media (See diagram 2)</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>7 % of registered violation are connected with pressure on oppositional political parties and mass media. The biggest part (27%) is pressure on mass media. Variety of political parties which were under pressure in different ways is quit rich. In this aspect we observed huge regional differences; under administrative pressure there were as oppositional as well as openly pro-presidential parties. Among political parties under biggest pressure were Social-Democratic Party (united), Socialist Party of Ukraine and «Batkivshyna» (Fatherland).</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Source of pressure, as a rule, is local administrative resource; also CVO LTO`s registered several cases of anonymous pressure (telephone calls, beatings, etc.) </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Kirovograd oblast. Attack, beating, journalist Yuriy Mativos left without bad with documents and materials. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Kiev oblast. In Vasilkov Heads of city organization of «Sobor» (Cathedral) party and rayon organization of «Ednist» (Unity) party are under pressure of police and tax bodies. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Lugansk oblast. On 19th November Director of Severodonetsk school #11 O.Zarvovskiy was resigned from his work because of his participation in meeting on 7th of November.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Ternopil oblast. In Lanivetskiy rayon administrative bodies create barriers for registration of local branches of «Your Ukraine» bloc and bloc of Yulia Tymoshenko. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Kherson oblast. 15th of November. Near Mykolayv traffic police stopped the car with circulation of newspaper «Khersonskiy visnyk». All attempts to ask to ask them go were without any result. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Kherson oblast. Nova Kahovka. Journalist of newspaper «Dilovi novyny» M. Birovash told police that somebody call him several times and promised to kill him. He connects this with serial of his materials dedicated to possible future candidates to deputies there. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Chernivtsi oblast. Head of oblast organization of Socialist Patry of Ukraine M.Melnychuk told, that, he can show the facts, when respectable people, joining Socialist Party, feel the pressure from the side of executive bodies of power authorities and told that only one of village heads is member of his party only this year was 13 times under checking of different control bodies. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Chernivtsi oblast . Oblast Committee of Social-Democratic party (united) considers that anonymous article in newspaper «Chas-2000» which is close to oblast administration (article consists brutal characteristics of party activities and party leaders) is a pressure on party from the side of local administration. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>International Renaissance Foundation wasn`t able to provide grant for TV debates between political parties, because all channels-applicants refused to invite for debates Socialist party of Ukraine and "Batkivshina" party. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>6. Distribution of anonimous and slander information (5%). Comparatevely small party of this kind of violations it`s possible to explain by big time to voting day. Using of "black PR", distribution of compromate are more related to last days of election campaign. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Мykolayv oblast. In November several slander leaflets against Mykolayv city major Chaika were distributed. According to those leaflets he "was elected honored chairman of gey and leabian association".</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Chernivtsi oblast. By « Information killering» called People Deputy G. Filipchuk those materials, which during last time appeared in the newspaper of oblast state administratiom "Bukovina" and newsapaper «Chas-2000».</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>7. Forcing collection of money on election campaign (3%). Registered only few violations of this type. It`s nessesary to tell that to register these violations is very complicated, and to prove them is even much more complicated.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>8. Unsystem violations</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>We can tell about few violations, which are out of your volations structure. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Cherkassy oblast. During November took placce massive joining the Party of reabilitation of hardly ill people of Ukraine. We have information about dozens thousands people who joined this party. The mosstmassive that process was in city of Cherkassy and Chornobayv rayon. It seems like the goal of activitsts of the paty is not participation in elections, but financial machinations. Party emebers are promised $400 for month and ring with expensive stone. During joining the party they pay 4 UAH membership fee.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Sources of violations.</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Mainj source of registred in November violations (See diagram 3) is local power (21%), also bid part (8%) are establishments, enterprises and organizations (not only state owned). These two components together are administrative resouce violations source and form the part of violations of 29%.</SPAN> 

<SPAN class=GeneralText>Absolute majority of those violations was focused on support of concrete political forces. </SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Distribution of that support between political parties is described on Diagram 4 (we want to stress that, under administrative resouce in wide meaning we including enterrpises, organizations and establishments, which are not always state-owned).</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>As you cna see, main part of administrative resorce is focused on parties which are members of election bloc "Za Edynu Ukrainu" (For one Ukraine):</SPAN>
· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Party of regions of Ukraine – 28%</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Agrarian Party of Ukraine– 13%</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>People Democratic Party – 13 %</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Labor Ukraine – 10%</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Party of Industrists and Entepreners of Ukraine – 3%</SPAN> 

<SPAN class=GeneralText>So 67% violations from administrative resource (that part which is focused on support of concrete political party) are in the part of parties, which are members of bloc "Za Edynu Ukrainu".</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Cocerning support of parties which are not members of "Za Edynu Ukrainu":</SPAN>
· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Sicial-Democratic Party (united) – 13%</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>«Women for Future of Ukraine» – 10%</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>«Ednist» (Unity) – 7%</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Batkivshyna (Fatherland) – 2%</SPAN> 

<SPAN class=GeneralText>There were registerd violations from the side of 15 political parties:</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Party of regions of Ukraine (8%)</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Women for Future (8%)</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Social-Democratic Party (united) (8%)</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Agrarian Party of Ukraine (6%)</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Yabluko (Apple) (6%)</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Party of Greens of Ukraine (4%)</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Labour Ukraine (3%)</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Democratic Union (3%)</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>Batkivshyna (3%)</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>other parties 7%</SPAN> 

<SPAN class=GeneralText>(Remark – persents are from total quantity of violations)</SPAN>
<SPAN class=GeneralText>Around 10% of registerd violations took place from the side of active majoritarian deputies, or potential candidates.</SPAN> 

<SPAN class=GeneralText>Separately we paid attention on vilation which took place from the side of mass media, not big number – around 4%.</SPAN> 

 

<SPAN class=GeneralText>General political conclusions.</SPAN>
1. <SPAN class=GeneralText>During November in many cases Presidential Decree No. 1022/2001 «On Securing Implementation of Citizens’ Rights, Principles of Democratic Society, Openness and Transparency of the 2002 Election Process» was violated. First of all it concerns neutrality of executive bodies toward political parties. The only visible steps focused on realization of that Decree was conducting of coordination councils in oblast state administration, during which, to tell the truth, very often high level officials proclaimed their own attitude toward concrete parties.</SPAN> 

2. <SPAN class=GeneralText>Several political parties, blocs, and sometimes bodies of executivepower already received quotas in general results of elections, which were "guaranted" to them. So, the proccess of forming of candidates lists to all positions take place down to the positions of heads of parliamentary committees in new parliament (with approvement of power authorities). Schemes of fair of unfair achievements of those results are under construction. </SPAN>
3. <SPAN class=GeneralText>The majotiry of political parties organizationally are not ready for election campaign. We could see lack of personnel to form election headquarters, delaying woth conducting of organizational decisions, irresponsibility, plundering of money. In many election headquarters specialists from Russia are working, sometimes in teams by several dozens people. As a rule, they realise old russian standart technologies. </SPAN>
4. <SPAN class=GeneralText>Analisys of potential candidates shows that, for many of those people main reason to become deputy os protection of property, which was privatized with violations of legislation.</SPAN> 

5. <SPAN class=GeneralText>To reduce the number of violations and to prevent their appearance we propose:</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>for power authorities to conduct Presidential Decree in reality; </SPAN>
· <SPAN class=GeneralText>for parties and candidates to prepare and submit violation complaints to,the prosecutors` offices; </SPAN>
· <SPAN class=GeneralText>For National Counvil on TV and radio, State Committee of Informational Policy, TB and radio broadcasting, correspondent local bodies to review circumstancies for issuing lisences to those mass media, which violate their responsibilities;</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>For foreign states, international organizations during their relations with political forces, concrete politicians, enterprises to have in mind thier behaviour during election campaign and to limit their contacts with those, which violate principles of fair elections;</SPAN> 

· <SPAN class=GeneralText>For voters to follow the campaign and not no vote for those candidates, which are campaigning with violations. </SPAN>
