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Too many applicants for voting at home are registered in some regions 

Some courts include voters into lists in defiance of the legislative requirements

ATTENTION!!! Individual media outlets incorrectly interpret information given in the pervious news release. All references to invalid results of the election concern local elections only, where voting process has been impeded for some reasons, and not the parliamentary election.

The CVU is still registering violations committed during the election on March 26, 2006. There are more queues at polling stations. Many voters give up and go home.

Kyiv oblast

Territorial election district # 86, polling station № 19. A voter, who was staying in queue for 2 hours, has thorn up his ballot paper and thrown it into a waste bin.

Kharkiv oblast

Territorial election district # 173, polling station 64 (Kharkiv city) — endless queues; one old woman died of heart attack.

Also, inaccuracies and omissions in voter’s lists cause quarrels at polling stations. At the same time, the CVU is informed that individual courts make decisions on inclusion of voters to the lists on the polling day. Then, they refer to the Constitution. In some courts, blank forms for applications of voters have been revealed. It means that the collision has been planned. Now the CVU is keeping track of information, causes and outcomes of such situation. 

Vinnytsa oblast

About two dozens of voters appealed to court for including them to voting lists at territorial election district # 9 on March 26. 

Volyn oblast

Territorial election district # 23, polling station 10 (Lutsk town): 32 persons put on the voter’s list, do not reside at addresses registered. 98 persons have been omitted. 

Kherson oblast

Two apartment houses (25 and 27 Fontanna St.) in Kherson have been omitted. 

Odesa oblast

Territorial election district # 133, polling station # 65: about 100 voters did not find their names in voting lists. 

Territorial election district # 137, polling stations 50-55: about 200 voters at each polling station could not cast their votes because of omissions in voter’s lists. Territorial election district # 137, polling station # 55 — a voter did not find his name in the list and went to the rayon state administration. An officer of the administration gave a call to the commission and informed that the voter should be on the list. When he came back to the commission, the commission’ chair took some unregistered lists from her bag and found a voter’s name. After that, she put the lists away. 

Mykolaiv oblast

Territorial election district # 126, polling station # 123: about 70 persons have already complained about absence of their names in the lists.

Lviv oblast

Territorial election district # 120 (Sambir town), polling station # 154: about 80 servicemen have been omitted.

Luhansk oblast

Territorial election district #107, polling station # 16 (Krasnyi Luch town): 40 persons have been put on the lists for local elections, but omitted in the list executed for the parliamentary election.

Kharkiv oblast

Territorial election district # 183, polling station # 47 (Yuzhnyi urban type settlement) — many voters have been omitted. Mrs. Tamara Kolesnyk checked her name and data of her family members and appealed for putting on the list twice; however, no corrections were made. 

Territorial election district # 183, polling station # 79 (Pokotylivka village) — there are many inaccuracies in electoral registers. One voter has been put on the list twice; in both cases — with errors in his date of birth or family name. 

At some polling stations, observers of the CVU register problems with voter’s lists executed for voting at place of voters’ stay. According to the CVU’ assessments, a polling station commission can arrange voting for 50-60 persons at place of their location on March 26. Also, the CVU reveals some lists not supported with applications of voters for voting at home.

Donetsk oblast

Territorial election district # 42, polling station # 37: commissioners make old voters go home saying they should cast their votes at place of their residence. There are 97 voters put on the list for voting at home at this polling station; only nine positions are supported with personal applications.

Observers of the CVU register numerous cases of adding names to the lists for voting at home in Artemivsk town. Actually, number of applications is below the number of voters put on the list for home voting: polling station # 37, Territorial election district # 42 – 90 persons on the list and only 9 applications available; polling station # 8, Territorial election district # 42 – 100 persons on the list and 40 applications on hand; polling station # 39, territorial election district # 42 – 53 persons and 9 applications; polling station # 26, territorial election district # 42 – 46 voters on the list and 6 applications filed etc. In addition, commissioners refer to odd “additional” lists, allegedly submitted by the Pension Fund of Ukraine.

Territorial election district # 43, polling station # 42 (Horlivka town) — commissioners drove a women, put on the list for voting at home, away from the polling station, although she has not filed any personal applications for putting on that list.

Lviv oblast

We have alarming signals from territorial election district # 125 (Zhydachiv town), where from 52 to 110 voters have been put on the lists for voting at home at 20 polling stations. Now, they are ascertaining how it happened.

Territorial election district # 112, polling station # 81: an observer of the CVU witnessed facts of bribery during voting at home. 

Ivano-Frankivsk oblast

Territorial election district # 83. More than 50 persons have been put on the lists for voting at home at 37 polling stations. In particular, 138 voters are going to cast their votes at home at the polling station # 61.

Luhansk oblast

Territorial election district # 109, polling station # 64 (Rubizhne town). 206 persons are voting at home.

Kharkiv oblast

Territorial election district # 178, polling station # 148 (Chuhuiv town) — 180 persons have been put on the list for voting at home; however, there are only eight applications on hand. Voters are not allowed to cast their votes at the polling station because somebody has already referred them to the “voting at home” voters. 

Also, the CVU registered provocations at polling stations, campaigning, bribery, “merry-go-round” voting (when one persons votes at several stations), adding ballot papers to ballot boxes, and criminal interferences into the voting process.  

Zakarpattya oblast
Two polling stations (polling station#141, 142 of territorial election district #69) are located in the building of the secondary school #20. There was an attempt to organize “merry-go-round”, for this purpose delivery of voters was provided. 

The territorial election district #69, polling station #52. There is a bar on the second floor of the building where the polling station is located. In this bar vodka is given for free for those people who claimed his wish to vote for the candidate to village head position Kosteleba Natalia.

Donetsk oblast

The polling station #8, territorial election district #39 Donetsk city – an attempt to carry bulletins out of the polling station was made.

Zaporizhzhya oblast

At the polling station #2 of territorial election district #76 there was an attempt to carry out bulletins.

Ivano-Frankivsk oblast

The territorial election district # 85, polling station #19 (Beleluya village of Snyatynsk region). The bulletins for Snyatynsk region council are lost. Police are providing the investigation.

Odesa oblast

In the polling station #55, territorial election district # 137 the attempt to throw in several bulletins was noted.

Kyiv oblast

In the territorial election district # 86 polling stations #62, #32 voters attempted to carry out bulletins. The acts on violations concerning these cases were made up.

At three polling stations #10, 11, 13 (the territorial election district # 91, Irpin town)  the CVU observers noted  a “merry-go-round”.

Zhytomyr oblast

In polling station #107 and #120, territorial election district #56 the observers form the Litvin bloc are carrying the badges where the number of bloc in the oblast council bulletin was indicated. Observers said that these badges were given by the city headquarters for all observers.

Khmelnytsk oblast

At the territorial election district # 193, polling stations 13 and 21 in Krasylov town 50 bulletins were stolen. Police is providing investigation.

The CVU noted some insignificant procedure violations by election commissions’ members, which still result in amenability.  Some polling stations are out of bulletins.

Vinnycya oblast

The territorial election district # 16, Bershadsk region, Dzhurynka, there are no cabins at the vote station.

Kherson oblast

The territorial election district # 184, polling station #149. The polling station, which is located in the hospital of Suvorivsky region (# 149) is out of bulletins for city head election. There are 183 voters registered in lists of this vote station, but the quantity of received bulletins for local elections was less than the quantity of voters. 23 voters were refused to participate in city head election because of this situation.

Zakarpattya oblast

In Uzhgorod city (polling station #123, territorial election district # 66) the voting process was stopped because of lack of bulletins. 
Donetsk oblast

Some polling stations of Donetsk city don’t have a remark “withdrew” next to the name of the candidate to the city mayor position S.Beshulya in the election bulletins. The city territorial election commission states that all the polling station were given instructions to strike Mr. Beshulya off the list. The city mayor election may be considered void because of this.
Lugansk oblast

In Oleksandrivka village (territorial election district # 148, vote station #109) at 15 o’clock the election wasn’t started. As it was informed, yesterday at 19 o’clock the election commission addressed to the district commission of #109 with act and application that they put a remark “excluded” next to the party “Syla narodu” in all the bulletins (288 samples) they received. The district commission addressed to the Central election commission with a request to bring new bulletins. According Y.G. Donchenko the bulletins are being transported to the polling station, but the time of their arrival is unknown.

Chernigiv oblast

The polling station3, district 212 – Guta Tkachova, Ripkynsky region – the village head took two out of four vote boxes away without any explanations,  no acts or protocols were composed concerning this case. There are no acts on passing the bulletins, protocol of preparation meeting at the vote station. The seal is found on the table without any supervision.

Chernivci oblast

At 14.30 the voting wasn’t started as the polling station #105 of territorial election district # 209 in Yordaneshtah Glybocky region because of lack of bulletins for Verkhovna Rada election, which should be delivered soon.
