Exhausted commissions make more and more mistakes

CVU accumulated information form observers as of 4 p.m. CVU is anxious about violations ob observers’ rights, and reminds about criminal responsibility. According to the Criminal Code,  Занепокоєння викликають порушення прав спостерігачів. КВУ нагадує про кримінальну відповідальність.  Subject to the Criminal Code of Ukraine, a person guilty of inflicting bodily harm shall get up to 5-year jail term. Article 157 of the Code reads that impeding activities of an official observer, who is on duty, is a punishable act. A person guilty may be imprisoned for the term up to two years. Also, voting results may be declared void at some poling stations. In some cases, official observers were not given copies of minutes. 

Now, vote tabulation is still going on at 15-20 % of polling stations. Others file their data with constituency and territorial election commissions. In addition, may minutes have been sent back for correcting errors, which delays the process. 

In some cases, polling station commissioners deliberately delay vote tabulation. 

However, the CVU expects that voting results be known by 6.00 – 7.00 p.m. today, unless they wittingly delay the process. As polling station commissioners have been working for 34 hours, they are exhausted and often tolerate formal violations of the tabulation procedures. 

The CVU expects that mayor election results be appealed against in the following cities: Cherkasy, Krasnoarmiysk (Donetsk oblast), Rozdilna (Odesa oblast). 
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
