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The most evident drawback in organization of the voting process is queues at polling stations. The CVU observes that it takes 3-4 minutes to issue a ballot paper to a voter, and people stand in line for 30-45 minutes, and plus 10-15 minutes in queues to ballot booths. However, there are polling stations, where the procedure takes even more. It is the common problem for all regions. The CVU expects that voting will continue until midnight as such rates.

Organization of voting at local elections remains to be another serious problem. One may expect that results of local elections will be declared invalid at individual polling stations. In particular, the Prosecutor General’s Office has established the special task force for investigation into local elections in Khmelnytskyi. Investigators have been deployed on-site already.

Luhansk oblast

Yesterday, the polling station commission #127 (109 territorial election district) (Novoidar urban-type settlement) put an “excluded” stamp in front of the “People’s Power” title without decision of the Central Election Commission. New ballot papers were delivered from Kyiv at 10.00 p.m. At that, commissioners are responsible for damage to the amount of UAH 800. 
Cherkasy oblast
Polling station commission # 33 fails to put an “excluded” stamp in front of the Bloc of Voloshyn (election to the city council). Instead, they inform the voters “verbally”.

The CVU has also registered individual attempts to rig elections in several rayons. In some cases, elections have been declared invalid.

Donetsk oblast
Polling station commission #148, territorial election district # 43 (Debaltsevo town) — members of the polling station commission signed blank minutes with voting results at 6.00 p.m. yesterday.   

Kyiv city

Polling station commission #221, territorial election districts # 50 and #82: several voters did not put their ballot papers into a ballot box, but took them out of the polling station. Observers could not stop them. 
Lviv oblast
Election of Horodok town mayor (polling station commission # 6, territorial election district # 119) has been cancelled, as ballot papers bore marks in front of the name of one candidate.

On March 25, members of polling station commission # 6 (Buchaly village, Horodets rayon) and polling station commission # 33 (Katerynychi village) revealed 66 ballot papers bearing illegible marks in front of name of Halyna Bunyo, head of Buchaly village council. As a result, the territorial election commission has postponed election of the Buchaly village head to mid-April. 
As turnout becomes more intensive, the number of errors and omissions in the voter’s lists grows. 
Lugansk oblast

The city head of Sevorodonetsk Mr. Grycyshyn had some problems with voting at the vote station 37/109. A commission member revealed that the registration address of the mayor doesn’t correspond with the address in the voting list. Later he was given a ballot anyway. However, today according the received information the city head was unlucky twice. He had to stay in line to take a ballot for election in Verkhovna Rada, and then - for election in local authorities. Interesting is the fact that the city head was also responsible for quality of voting lists, as he signed these lists.

Sumy oblast

In territorial election districts 161, 162 numerous voters can’t find themselves in voting lists. They received their invitations but there are not included to the voting lists.

The city of Kyiv

At the territorial election district #220 vote station #85, some people couldn’t find themselves in voting lists. 

There are still set the cases of non-access for observers and Mass Media representatives to vote stations. 

Chernigiv oblast
The territorial election district  #217 vote station # 58, Vysoke village of Borznyansk region, access for the journalist to the vote station was impeded, the village head is permanently present at the vote station, although he has no attitude to the commission work. 

Kharkiv oblast

The territorial election district #180, vote station #158, Pervomayskyy town – the vote station commission members refused to give any information on the election process to the official observers of the CVU, political parties, journalists.

The AR of Crimea

The territorial election commission #3, vote station #44. A correspondent of “The point of view” (“Tochka zoru”) correspondent wasn’t allowed to the vote station without any reason.

There are also other procedure violations during the voting.

The city of Kyiv

At the territorial election district # 218, vote station # 171 a vote ballot with a mark for the candidate to the city head position Omelchenko O.O. was distributed. The voter expressed his indignation and appealed to the vote station commission on this concern. 

Sumy oblast

The territorial election district #158, vote station # 116, Sumy city. The quantity of present ballots for local authorities election differ from the quantity indicated in the protocol. There are 15 more ballots for oblast council election. At the vote station # 23 of the same district there two ballots missed for the oblast council election are absent.

Lugansk oblast

At 10 o'clock in the territorial election district #111 there was no information on opening of 84 vote stations.

Cherkasy oblast

The vote station commission #34 – sealing of the ballot-boxes was done while voting. The lists for the “L” letter were lost and no actions are taken concerning this.
