on the situation with Zhytomyr mayoral elections
June 14 Korol’ov regional court cancelled the resolution of city Territorial election commission about cancellation of repeat elections, hence the TEC’s resolution #10 of April 29 “On the declaration of Zhytomyr mayoral elections invalid and appointment of repeat elections (on July 2)” was renewed. The court turned to the public prosecutor by a separate resolution, asking to examine the activity of TEC members, who voted for the cancellation of resolution #10. The courted asked to check, if there was a fact of “disrupting the election process” and exceeding their commission, and to open criminal cases against them. In such a way, the election process was renewed in the city. However, because of TEC activity most candidates didn’t conduct a campaign – as soon as the future of elections was uncertain.
Committee of voters of Ukraine considers that the repeat elections of Zhytomyr city mayor should take place, and recommends TEC to postpone elections from July 2 till the beginning of August, in order to give candidates enough time to exercise their right for agitation, and also to inform the public, totally disoriented.
Committee of voters of Ukraine also considers necessary to provide equal campaigning rights to candidates. In particular, it concerns candidate Vira Sheludenko, who acted as mayor for a long time with no legal ground, and systematically ignores the decisions of court obliging her to leave the post of mayor. 
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
