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CVU Calls National Deputies to Intensify Communications With Voters 

Press Release 

Proportional election has significantly affected relations between voters and elected deputies. This is confirmed by the fact that the legislature failed to start operating efficiently in a month after convocation. 

So, the All-Ukrainian NGO “Committee of Voters of Ukraine” sent a letter to heads and authorized representatives of parliamentary factions on June 19, 2006. They called national deputies to establish permanent communications with voters through regular and comprehensive informing citizens on parliamentary activities.

The CVU has offered following ways of such cooperation:

· Publication of monthly reports on bills drafted and submitted by national deputies, specific measures taken for implementation of election programs in party and other media outlets, publication on party web sites and the Internet portal of the Verkhovna Rada;

· Appointment of officials responsible for communication with voters in each oblast with each faction. Such officials shall have consulting rooms in regions and shall advise citizens in person or through their designees;

· Publication of contact details (including e-mail address) of deputies, their assistants, staff members of the faction’s secretariat;

· Publication of contact details of party local offices, consulting rooms, work hours, persons in charge with informing citizens.

In return, the CVU is ready to render advices and informational support to factions, and provide communication channels for strengthening efficiency of deputy/voter relations. 

The CVU will address with similar letters to local deputies soon. 
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
