The Committee of Voters of Ukraine observed the election campaign, voting and vote-tabulation procedures.

The CVU did not notice gross violations affecting the election’s results. Revealed drawbacks had the objective nature; no candidate gained additional benefits. 
According to the CVU, the most serious faults were infringements of campaigning procedures, publication of invalid data about candidates, “black” PR. Also, the CVU points out unjustified delays in vote tabulation and acceptance of minutes of poling station commissions by the city territorial election commission. 
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
