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CVU’s Statement on Social and Political Situation in Ukraine 

Situation with the presidential decree on dissolution of Parliament shows that Ukraine actually has diarchy. At that, neither party is willing to give up. Both rivals resort to shady measures. Interference of local councils, which take sides with the President or VR, only aggravates the crisis. Therefore, the CVU recommends local councils to abstain from such acts. 


The CVU believes that political crisis may be solved by an external arbitrator only. It may be the Constitutional Court, the special public body (e.g., the Constitutional Assembly), international organizations. However, army, law enforcement bodies and street rallies should not decide the nation’s destiny.


The CVU condemns resolution of the Verkhovna Rada on resignation of incumbent members of the Central Election Commission, who proved to be high-professional and unbiased actors during the recent parliamentary election in 2006. MPs have dismissed commissioners based on political reasons only. 
The CVU claims that if early election is not supported with amendments to the legislation and explanations of the Central Election Commission, the campaign and voting procedure will be disorganized and marked with mass violations of deadlines and procedure. For example, the current law reads that nominees for members of territorial election commission be submitted by April 4. It is quite possible that some parties fail to file relevant submissions in time. The CVU expects problems with making electoral registers, staffing election commissions and funding the campaign. 
Also, severe political confrontation may result in violations, discriminations and provocations during the election process undermining voters’ trust in the election result and jeopardising legitimacy of the newly elected parliament. It will also affect international image of Ukraine. 

At the same time, if the snap election is scheduled, the Committee of Voters of Ukraine shall do their best to facilitate organizers of the election, political parties and authorities in meeting standards of democratic election, observing the Constitution, laws of Ukraine and international standards. The CVU is going to monitor all stages of the campaign, voting and vote tabulation procedures and inform the public on their observations and recommendations.
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
