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CVU expresses concern over untransparent process of candidates’ 
nomination for MPs

During the first half of April 2007 several parties conducted meetings and nominated their candidates to Parliament. Particularly, according to CVU information, oblast conferences and congresses of the following parties were held: NSNU (People’s union Our Ukraine), “Batkivschyna” (Motherland), Ukrainian social-democratic party, Party “Reforms and order”, Ukrainian people’s party, Christian-democratic Union, “Forza, Ukraine!”, Peoples movement of Ukraine.

CVU conducted monitoring of oblast conferences and congresses, although realized that the evens were rather political, then legal matter. At the same time, the CVU recorded that oblast conferences of all parties were often held behind the scenes, untransparently, and some conferences were held on paper only. The principle of regional representatives’ delegation to conferences was often obscure, parties local branches’ opinion was not taken into consideration.  

Though all these event were held in force majeur and complicated political situation, and political leaders themselves realized that the elections will not happen May 27, the undemocratic approach to conferences’ conduction and party lists formation gives concern.


Whether early parliamentary elections will be held later, CVU calls upon political parties to go back to the process of candidates’ nomination, consistent with all formal procedure, transparently and publicly, taking into account the rank-and-file members’ opinion.
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
