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The Committee of Voters of Ukraine is the all-Ukrainian NGO that has been performing comprehensive monitoring of campaigns in Ukraine in terms of observance of the national legislation and international standards of fair and democratic election by all stakeholders since 1994. From the moment when the snap parliamentary election campaign started, the CVU monitored the election process in all regions of Ukraine. 

The present monitoring is focused on polling stations’ commissions forming and initial steps, voter’s list forming, propaganda campaign.

Observations of the CVU based on the campaign monitoring:

1. Ten days prior E-Day CVU considers main problems to be as follows: unsatisfactory quality of voter’s lists, mass refusals to fulfill the duties of polling stations election commissioners, legal uncertainty of election procedures because CEC and Constitutional court delay their decisions, and also harsh statements of mail political actors on falsifications, provocations, fear to participate in elections. 
2. According to the first voter’s lists checks, made by PS commissions’ members and voters, the quality of the voter’s list is low. There is tendency to use the 2006 lists with their shortcomings, and lack of changes from this time. In some cases, system lists distortion was caused by software imperfection. Qualities of lists vary from city to city, and rayon to rayon. CVU calls upon PS commissions and voters to check the lists more actively.
3. Information on 3,3 million of voters who stay abroad, published by Ministry of interior, should not be the reason to cross out such a number of voters from the lists. The information was gathered without sufficient legal basis and in a way, not foreseen with the law, so the quality of information could be insufficient for the use of election commissions. After elections such information may be used to dispute the election results and disrupt the elections. CVU calls upon all corresponding authorities to take this information for consideration only, and not to use it for violating the voters’ rights.
4. CVU call upon Constitutional court once again to speed up examination of cases, connected with election procedures. In case such decisions will be issued late, last week before elections, or even after E-Day, it may lead to declaring the elections and its results non-legitimate. CVU considers the provision that disfranchises citizens who come back to Ukraine before elections to be discriminatory. To form qualitative lists of such citizens before September 27, the boundary services should stop introducing information into the system 5-7 days prior elections, in such a way, about 500.000 Ukrainian citizens may be disfranchised. 
5. CEC adopted the procedures for voting outside the polling stations, at home, too late. Such voters now can not obtain information on the procedures of request and application form full enough, and because of this they may be deprived of the possibility to vote. CVU calls upon election commissions to disseminate this information as soon as possible among corresponding groups of voters.
6. CVU regards situation with PS commissions forming as difficult. Particularly, situation is critical with Our Ukraine – People’s Self-Defense Bloc and Yulia Tymoshenko Block representation in Donetsk PS commissions. CVU urges parties and blocks either to make additional efforts in order to find candidates for PS commissions, or to pass the right to fill in the gaps in PS commissions to Okrug commissions.
7. The level of administrative resource usage was not reduced, despite the fact that number of functionaries finally took official vocations and focused on election campaign. Demonstrative political propaganda at the Verkhovna Rada sessions and in the president’s speeches do not correspond with democratic standards of conducting elections and ethical code of political activities.
CVU plans to send to election commissions 4.000 observers on E-Day. CVU will publish regularly relevant information on the course of voting and vote tabulation on the CVU web-site and through e-mail list, and also will hold special press conferences in UNIAN at 2 p.m. September 30th and 10 a.m. October 1st.

Formation and initial activist of polling stations commissions (PSCs)

Election commissions’ staffing 

Vast majority of PSCs faced difficulties with staffing from the very first days of operation. Mainly, it was because of poor contribution of election parties / blocs. As a result, immediately upon formation of PSCs, from 5 % to 30 % commissioners were replaced. Nevertheless, personnel reshuffle is still conducted, because many commissioners refuse to work for PSCs. In western regions, “balkers” mainly belong to the governmental coalition, while in south (especially in Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts) they are representatives of opposition. 

Problems with PSCs’ staffing were typical for recent election in Ukraine. Similar challenges were faced at the parliamentary election in 2006, when 2-3 staff rotations occurred within the first month, which significantly delayed formation of PSCs in all regions of Ukraine. 

Special attention should be given to nominations of Yulia Tymoshenko’s Bloc and Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc in Donetsk oblast. Lists of commissioners submitted by such political forces were of poor quality; in many cases, persons nominated for commissioners were not aware of the fact and often refused to work for PSCs. Also, many individuals were put on lists more than once. Respectively, meetings of many PSCs are held without representatives of YuTB and Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc in Donetsk. Other commissioners are indignant with their absence, because PSCs lack quorum then.

For example:

TED # 43 (Horlivka town, Donetsk oblast): some members of PSCs were replaced as their names were replicated in nominations of several parties (Socialist Party of Ukraine, Yulia Tymoshenko’s Bloc and Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc). At that, people were not informed on their affiliation with PSCs. Teachers of Horlivka schools, who were engaged during the pervious election, have been put on lists without their consent. Thus, O.I.Mykhal has been appointed the secretary of one PSC, although she is on maternity leave. TED election commission # 43 conducted meeting on replacement of 200 members of PSCs from Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc, 100 commissioners from Yulia Tymoshenko’s Bloc, 55 commissioners from Socialist Party of Ukraine, 30 — from the Communist Party of Ukraine and 15 members from the Party of Regions. 

TEDs # 47, 48 (Mariupol city). Commissioners – residents of Kirovohrad and Cherkasy oblasts have not arrived in Mariupol yet; they do not take part in activities of PSCs.  

TED # 53, Kurakhove town. On September 17, head of PSC # 59 A.Ye.Mitofir (nominated by Yulia Tymoshenko’s Bloc) took the seal and signed oath letters of commissioners and left the town. On September 18, commissioners caught A.Ye.Mitofir on her way to Selidovo town (to HQs of YuTB). According to A.Ye.Mitofir, rayon HQs of YuTB informed her that she would be replaced by another representative, and made her come to Selidovo with all documents. Commissioners, who witnessed the event, filed a claim with the prosecutor’s office. 

 TED # 55, PSCs # 42, 45, 50 – meetings were not conducted because of absence of quorum (commissioners from Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc were absent).

TED # 53, PSCs # 43, 44: commissioners from YuTB and PSCs # refused to take the oath. 

Activities of representatives of YuTB and Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc with PSCs in Donetsk oblast give ground for accusation of impeding election process against such political forces. One can mention an article “May Election In Kramatorsk Be Impeded?” published in The Kramatorska Pravda newspaper (Issue 38, 19.09.2007) by the press service of regional branch of the Party of Regions. It reads that: 

„Following commissioners failed to start their work 

- 173 persons from Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc.

- 127 persons from YuTB
at PSC # 91 (TED # 51).

Reasons: some commissioners nominated by such political forces were unaware of their appointment. For example, H.L.Kusakin, member of PSC # 30 (from Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc), has not applied for position.

Head of PSC # 45 Serhiy Peruta (Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc) visited the first meeting, but he did not take the oath; then, he gave back the seal and left the premise. Given the fact that he has not filed resignation, commissioners can not elect another head of PSC. 

PSC # 59: two commissioners from Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc — O.M.Fedorenko, V.M.Fedorenko, have not appealed for positions with PSC; they reside in Kharki oblast. 

One application for work with a commission was filed on behalf of a person, who died last year.  

Head of PSC # 18 Vasyl Rakitjanskyi was surprised hearing about his nomination. He has not applied for position and has not declared his readiness to work. 

At that people, who did not file applications, were so indignant at the fact that refused to file resignations; therefore, they cannot be replaced.”

However, CVU believes that difficulties in activities of representatives of YuTB and Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc in Donetsk oblast are not ill-intentioned; rather, they are caused by negligence of local party HQs and failure to find sufficient number of candidates for PSCs. Other parties face similar problems in other regions. 

Zaporizhzha oblast 

Almost all (about 80 %) representatives of the Socialist Party of Ukraine in PSCs of Zaporizhzha city do not attend commissions’ meetings. It impedes operations of many PSCs, especially those headed by representative of the SPU, who does not arrive in PSC and fails to convoke the first meeting. 

Odesa oblast 

Sometimes (at 5 polling stations of TED # 133 — in Kyiv and Malinov rayons of Odesa, and also in other TEDs) heads of commissions nominated by Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc and Party of regions ignored first meetings; as a result, meetings were convoked by deputy heads or even secretaries of commissions (from SPU, CPU or YuTB). At PSC # 133, quorum was absent (representatives of Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc, CPU and Party of Regions failed to arrive). 

Kherson oblast 

An authorized representative of Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc appealed for replacement of about 60 persons in TED # 184 on the third day of the commission’s operation. An authorized representative of SPU filed a list of about 70 persons. Representatives of PSC # 58 could not find the head, deputy head or secretary of the commission as of September 18. According to preliminary data, both the head and deputy head of PSC are on a lengthy business trip. 

Allegedly, YuTB and Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc are going to replace their representatives with PSCs by individuals from other regions of Ukraine. 

Cases of duplicated nomination of commissioners by the Party of Regions and Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc were registered in Kherson oblast: 

TED # 187, PSC # 87. L.A.Zudenkova is the head of commission from the Party of Regions and secretary of the same PSC from Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc.

PSC # 72. O.M.Vasylenko was nominated to the commission by the Party of Regions and Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc.

PSCs # 72 and 73. T.A.Adzyma was nominated to one commission by Party of Regions, and to another — by Our Ukraine – People’s Self Defense Bloc.

Initial steps of PSC

Despite difficulties with PSCs’ staffing, the majority of PSCs (about three-fourth) started their work in due time; others — with minor delays. However, sometimes PSC concealed absence of quorum and executed formal minutes of the first meeting. Buy no complaints of commissioners, who missed meetings, were filed. As of September 19 – 20, about 5 % of commissions failed to start their work. 

It should be noted that despite all challenges, initial activities of election commissions were better organized than in 2006, when about one-third of PSCs failed to commenced their operation even in two weeks after the final deadline established by the law (please see reports of the CVU on parliamentary election monitoring in 2006). 

Most often, commissions breached deadlines because heads of PSCs neglected their duties and did not convoke meetings. In some cases, PSCs were not formed in due time. Also, PSCs had not contact details of individuals nominated for commissioners. Respectively, part of commissions could not begin work in time; some PSCs did not commence operations even as of the date of report (September 19).

Examples:

Ivano-Frankivsk oblast

TED # 79, PSC # 27: commission has been formed, but can not operate because of absence of the head and secretary.

Donetsk oblast 

TED # 41, PSC # 105 – first meeting was held on September 18, because the head was informed on her appointment on September 17 only. Respectively, they failed to receive voter’s lists in due time. TED # 50, PSC # 134 – first meeting was not conducted because of absence of the PSC’s head.

Luhansk oblast

TED #111, PSC # 102: as of September 18, the head, deputy head and secretary of the commission were absent. 

Odesa oblast 

Almost all PSCs of TED # 132 (meetings were held in Suvorivskyi and Prymorskyi rayons of Odesa on September 18); TEDs # 139, 137 (rozdilnjanskyi rayon) and TED # 140 failed to convoke their meetings in due time. 

In some TEDs (# 133, 137, 140), heads of PSCs received lists of commissioners immediately before the first meeting; those lists contained no contact details. So, they had difficulties when informing commissioners on the first meeting, As a result, deadline was breached. 

Initial clarification of voter’s lists on the PSCs level 

Majority of PSCs got voter’s lists in due time or with minor delay — on September 17-18, sometimes on September 19th. Delays were mainly caused by incapability of some PSCs (please see above) or negligence of TED election commissions.

Examples:

Kyiv city

TED election commissions # 218-219 continued to hand over lists on September 19. 

Cherkasy oblast 

TED election commission # 199 did not work on weekend (September 16-17). So, lists were issued to PSCs after the deadline established by the law.

Respectively, clarification of voter’s lists at the majority of polling stations commenced in due time or with minor delay (1 – 2 days).

However, the procedure is not smooth enough. Usually, it is hard for voters to identify PSCs, because premises of PSCs bear no signs. Some commissions lack necessary materials, like forms for making amendments to personal data of voters, stationery.

Support of PSCs

Mainly, PSCs were provided with premises, but in some cases operation of PSCs was grossly affected, for example:

Volyn oblast

TED # 23. First meeting of PSC # 46 was held outdoors, as commissioners were not admitted to the Estet youth’ club, which is partly owned by the private company. Heads of PSCs had to keep documents of the commission at home. Next day, situation was clarified and commissioners got access to the premise.

Odesa oblast 

TED # 137, PSC # 53 — managers of the PT school, where PSC is located, refused to allocate a premise for commissioners. 

Kherson oblast 

TED # 187, PSC # 70 (Skadovsk town, Kherson oblast). Dwellers of the dormitory (23 Ivana Franka Str.) protested against allocation of a premise for PSC in their dormitory. They said that “election will not take place at their home” Neither the head, no commissioners could enter the dormitory on September 15 – 16. The held meetings and took the oath outdoors.

As for now, CVU is most concerned with polling stations commissions’ funds for transport (for transporting ballot papers and protocols of vote tabulation).  In some cases the budget was assigned disregarding the large village okrugs peculiarities. In such okrugs, election commissions will have to move over long distance in order to reach the center of the okrug.
Kherson oblast
Leadership of a PSCs from Velykooleksandrivsk rayon complain that they received only 50 liters of fuel and were anxious that they will not be able even to transport ballot papers from the center of the okrug to their polling stations.
Sumy oblast
Oblast PSCs (except of OEC #163) complain that they don’t have enough funds for transport (they have only 260 UAH for fuel per each polling station). Head of OEC 161 turned to parties and blocks with a request to help in solving transport problem, in order not to disrupt the elections. 
Khmelnytska oblast.

PSCs are not provided with everything needed, especially in the rayon, a lot of commissions can not find a car and a driver. OEC proposes only 265 as a drivers’ salary. 
Polling stations commissions provision with phone connection, safes ia one more problem.
Problems with providing polling stations commissions with everything needed for their work repeat the situation with previous elections in 2006. 
Voter’s lists
As soon as working teams, created under city executive commissions and rayon state administrations, were responsible for forming voter’s lists, the quality of the lists differs from city to city and from rayon to rayon. According to CVU, there is no reason to state that the quality of voter’s lists in certain regions (i.e. East, West or Center of Ukraine) or oblasts is higher (or lower) then in others. 
There is certain evidence that in many cases election commissions received old lists of 2006. Members of election commissions from different regions, who worked on previous elections,have such an impression. The following shortcomings, discovered in part of voter’s lists, support this thesis:

· in parts of the lists changes made in 2006 in the process of checking the lists on the polling stations, are missing; 
· incorrect information about voters, who changed their residence since previous elections; 
· incorrect information about voters, who reached 18 since previous elections;
· numerous inaccuracies in election lists concerning putting on the lists students who reside in  hospices (concerned with previous two categories)

· presence of recently died people in voter’s lists

· wrong inclusion of voters who recently changed their last names in voter’s lists.

Correspondingly we can observe the same problems which were present in lists in 2006 and which are the same year by year during several last elections, for example, including people, who died several years ago, double nominations and so on.

Many problems of forming voter’s lists were caused with an attempt to use a computer in order to make a kind of virtual list of voters. Using untested software (because of the lack of time), and low qualification of technical workers (who didn’t get necessary knowledge also because of the lack of time) together resulted in system errors in lists in some districts

Vinnycya oblast

Vinnycya task group of voters registration hasn’t received the information about high school students yet (we mean those, who entered the university or came of 18 years old age, as well as graduates), about soldiers of military service for a fixed period, which are about 5 000 potential voters in total.

Description of polling stations bounds is not perfect, so the situation when a house belongs to one polling station and tenants of the house are present in the voter’s list of another polling station is rather common. Correspondingly it is difficult for voters to clarify where they have to vote (17 similar cases were registered in Vinnycya city)

Zakarpattya oblast

TED # 68. Students who graduated in 2006 and registered their departure are still present in voter’s lists.

TED # 67. A lot of young voters born in 1989 (who are 18 years old at the moment of 30 September) are not included into voter’s list.

Zaporizhzhya oblast

After detailed analysis we found out that almost 2/3 of voters, who will be 18 at the moment of holding elections, are absent in lists. City headquarters of biggest political parties were excited with this situation and now they start their own investigation of reasons of such a low quality of voter’s lists. According to information of oblast statistic administration there were 670.000 voters in Zaporizhzhya on 1 January 2007. After voter’s lists were formed it appeared that the total quantity of voters in city of Zaporizhzhya (namely 71 and 72 election districts) is about 603.000 voters. So task groups on forming voter’s lists can’t explain were are disappeared 67.000 voters. 

The city of Kyiv. TED # 219, PSC 121. The information in lists about some voters is not complete – there is no apartment number, only the number of apartment building 

Lugansk oblast

There were a lot of double nominations in voter’s lists in many regions of oblast because of errors of software. According to statements of the heads of the voters accounting groups the program added automatically one more voters to the list with similar data in case there were any defects in output data. Errors of the program also caused that voters born in 1899 also appeared in lists.

Mykolaiv oblast

In Leninsky district if the city of Mykolaiv 12 many-stored houses were absent in voter’s lists. 

TED 126 (the city of Mykolaiv). District election commission has sent the voter’s list to task group three times for improvement. The lists received from the task group included 10 thousand voters more than during the previous elections because of double nominations to the lists. After district election commission members refused to approve such lists, the task group decreased the quantity of voters, so that there were 9 thousand voters less. 

Odesa oblast

We can observe the increase of voters in region – on average there are 4-5% more voters.  Activists of the CVU had an opportunity to provide a comparative analysis of voter’s lists in Prymorsky district of Odesa (TED 132) in 2006 and in 2007. As a result the quantity of voters in every polling station is on average 50-100 persons more than in 2006.

TED #133. 6 houses of Svitanok street (Kyiv district of Odesa), included in the list (#58, 61, 60, 62, 66, 66) are not physically exist. 

TED #141. PSC 15. (Dolynske village of Reniysky region) – 33 voters are included in the list with address of disbanded military department.

TED 141, Ismail town.  800 persons are registered in Maternity hospital (Lenin st.55), although there are only about 50 beds in the hospital.
TED #138, in the city of Illichivsk. There are approximately 1500 thousand persons who are registered as those who reside in factory office blocks, despite the fact that these mistakes were corrected during the previous elections.  229 persons are registered in personnel department of port.

Sumska oblast

There are complaints on quality of voter’s lists in TED # 163 (Ohtyrka – voters who checked themselves in lists in 2006 are absent in lists again, there are many double nominations instead.

Kherson oblast

Members of okrug election commission # 186 explain the great number of inaccuracies in voter’s list in the way that there was an error in computer program “voter’s lists” and as a result the program didn’t delete voters who died in 2006, as well as voters who changed their last names, they were present in lists twice with new and old last names. Also last names of some voters were present in list several times and nobody knows the reasons of this.

Khmelnytska oblast

TED # 198. In voter’s lists of the city of Kamyanets-Podilsky some streets mixed up or not indicated.

TED # 197. Voter’s lists in many commissions, especially in Dunayavetsky region are incorrect because of low qualification of a member in task group. Task group didn’t manage to bring data in MS Excel out of MS Word. As a result the most part of lists is lack of name of street, father’s names, some lists have streets which belong to other polling stations. The heads of PSCs need a lot of new blanks of voter’s lists as they specify the voter’s lists personally. They have to change the whole pages of voter’s lists sometimes as there are mistakes in column of location. 

The fact that problems with voter’s lists were discovered only while bringing lists to the election commissions is the result that political parties (which representatives formed the groups of control on lists forming) didn’t manage to solve the task to provide control on forming the voter’s lists again.
Administrative resource usage in election campaign

That is why CVU is inclined to regard as forms of agitation the following activities: President Yuschenko and prime-minister Yanukovich’s working visits to the regions and also eludicative campaign concerning President’s “Social initiatives”, carried out by state administrations. Althoug Viktor Yuschenko is not a direct participant of the election campaign, he still is the honorary head of Our Ukraine, and his speeches repeat the main NSNU program provisions.

CVU also considers the parliament convocation as a coalition parties’ propaganda act.

During the reporting period almost all main political actors used administrative resource in agitation on the regional level as well. We can illustrate the situation in the country by the example of Kherson oblast:

September 11th a rally was held in Nowotroitsk town (Kherson oblast) with Party of regions candidates. A head of Nowotroitsk rayon council P.M.Zbarovsky took part in the rally and agitated for the Party of regions. At that time, Mr. Zbarovsky was not on vocation.

Kherson, September 19th. Party of regions candidate Ganna German held a meeting with Kherson universities’ students. According to CVU observers, students were gathered under curators’ control, and curators controlled attendance.

Bilozersk rayon. September 18th Lytvyn held a meeting with labour collective in Naddnipransk village. Labour collective representatives were taken urgently from the fields and gardens during the working time.

Tsurupinsk. During the time of minister of education, candidate from Socialist party Stanislav Nikolaenko visit to Kherson region, Tsurupinsk professional collage teachers’ meeting with Ministry of education representatives was held September 10th. According to the participants, Ministry representatives asked the teachers emphatically to vote, and agitated for Socialist party only.

Kahovka. Nova Kahovka. During the time of minister S.Nikolaenko visit to Kahovka and Nova Kahovka, at the teachers’ meetings with the minister, Mr.Nikolaenko was also active in agitating for Socialist party.

Kherson. A newspaper “Kherson Youth” special issue was printed with 10.000 circulation. The issue is printed in orange colors, contains positive materials devoted to Our Ukraine – People’s Self-Defense Bloc activities, and negative – devoted to Party of regions and V.Yanukovich activities. The newspaper was published at state cost, “by the result of youth programs’ competition, held by office of family, youth and sport”.

CVU also registered isolated cases of administrative pressure on political opponents: 
Odessa oblast
In TED # 134 it was registered that school directors, who are party of regions members, prohibited their subordinates from filing applications for being polling stations commissioners from opposition parties. At the school directors meeting, head of Kotovsk rayon education department Oleg Say (Party of regions member) warned the directors verbally. According to him, “there will be problems” if teachers will work in polling stations commissions from opposition. 
A similar case was registered in TED # 139. Head of Bilgorod-Dnistrovsky rayod education department V.V.Orlova (also in favour of Party of regions) pressured on school directors, despite the fact that Ms.Orlova herself represents Yu.Karmasin Block in rayon council.

In such a way, using official position to hold propaganda is still an election campaign problem. However, administrative resource distribution among several main political blocks prevents from a conclusion that a certain election process participant gets advantage. 

Usage of dirty election technologies
In general, CVU observers note that there are slightly more materials, which can be assesed as “black PR”. It is typical for the final stage of election campaign. However, usage of such technologies is not equal throughout Ukraine. 

We should pay special attention to a wave of black PR, which overwhelmed Kharkiv.  BYuT and Our Ukraine – People’s Self-Defense Bloc became victims of the dirty technologies. Agitation materials which were spread on behalf of them, were prepared in order to make them inattractive for local Russian-speaking residents (i.e. slogans “our language is Ukrainian”, “our herous are OUN-UPA”, “we will not let Moscow spies to take over” etc.)

Criminal methods of campaigning and law machinery role
September 20th, a Public Council under Ministry of internal affairs held a meeting. Igor Popov, CVU Chairman of the Board, is a Public Council member. One of the questions discussed was the role of Ministry of internal affairs in election processes. CVU assesses positively the  Ministry of internal affairs preparations for public order maintenance at the time of mass rallies and on polling stations. CVU pays a special note to Ministry’s activities aimed at enabling militia men, guarding the polling stations, to take part in the elections. Otherwise, they could be deprived of the possibility to vote, as soon as certificates for voting at other PS are no longer in use. 

CVU is satisfied with the Main Office on combating organized crime report on checking the MPs requests on possible corruption in Our Ukraine – People’s Self-Defense Bloc election HQ. As expected, no facts of additional income of Oblast state administration heads in election HQ were discovered, the question is settled. However, CVU recommends MPs not to use law machinery for exerting pressure on political opponents.   

CVU also has concerns over necessity to form a database of citizens who stay abroad, in a way it was done by the Ministry of internal affairs. CVU recommends the Ministry not to use this databases for influencing voter’s lists formation on this elections, or for disrupting the elections. 

CVU still registers facts of criminal interference into the election process, thought such cases are not numerous.
