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Press Release # 1

Voting procedure at the snap parliamentary election in Ukraine started at 7.00 a.m. of September 30. Majority of polling stations were opened in due time; however, occasionally there were some delays. In many regions, number of ballot papers issued was less than the number of voters on lists. 

Vinnytsa oblast

TED (territorial election district) # 9, PSC # 95. Total number of voters is 2116; number of ballot papers issued — 1856.

PSC 99. There are 2254 voters on the list. The number of ballot papers issued is 2300. In the morning, 400 ballot papers were delivered; PSC refused to accept them.

Dnipropetrovsk oblast

TED # 34, PSC # 18; CVU’ observers have noticed a man who tried to take a ballot paper out of the polling station. Commissioners and observers responded accordingly and executed the relevant statement. TED # 27, PSCs 3 14, 16: CVU’ observers noticed that the same commission member handled voter’s lists and ballot papers. 

Donetsk oblast 

Donetsk city mayor Oleksndr Lukjanchenko could not cast his vote when arrived to the polling station (TED # 39, PSC # 3) together with journalists. His name has been crossed out from the list based on data submitted by the State Border Service. In early September, Mr. Lukjanchenko stayed abroad, but he came back on September 3. 

TED # 39. PSC # 11 – a journalist (Vybory I Demokratija The Election & Democracy Magazine) started ordering commissioners around. Else, a girl tried to take a clean ballot paper out of the polling station (when being caught by a commissioner, she has torn a paper off and run away). 

Zakarpattya oblast

TED # 66, PSC # 32 (Uzhgorod rayon): a voter filed a claim with a polling station commission in a due time, saying that an unknown person was registered at his address. However, a commission failed to remedy the situation as of the polling day. 

Odesa oblast

TED # 133 has not let an observer in the meeting. Commission head claimed that a certificate issued by the CEC was valid for commissions of the lower level — PSCs.

TED # 138, PSC # 95 (Illichevsk city) — morning meeting of the commission was not open to observers, who arrived after beginning of the sitting (observers from the CVU, All-Ukrainian Union Freedom and Bloc of Lytvyn).

TED # 138, PSC # 119 (Bilajevka town) — special polling station was not open. 

TED # 139 PSC #  53. 72 individuals have been put on the list for home voting. In total, there are 640 voters registered on polling station.

TED # 139, PSC #  57. 42 individuals have been put on the list for home voting. In total, there are 520.

TED # 132, PSC # 114 – a commission is in short supply of 1034 ballot papers (in total, there are 2298 voters). Shortage was revealed on September 28; the relevant request was filed with the Central Election Commission then. However, the special delivery has not been made yet. 
Luhansk oblast 

On September 30, Luhansk oblast administrative court nullified resolution of the TED election commission # 108 dd. September 27, 2007 on putting about 270 volunteers from western regions of Ukraine, who operate at PSCs of the constituency, on the list.

Court decision relies upon absence of quorum at a meeting of the constituency election commission. Actually, voters have been deprived of suffrage. CEC did not receive an original counterpart of the court decision as of 10.00 a.m. An authorized representative of the Party of Regions has filed a claim. 

TED # 103, PSC # 40, Luhansk city. A polling station was opened with delay — at 7.20 a.m. Reasons of delay are unknown. 

TED #106, PSC # 3, Sverdlovsk town. As of 9.30 a.m., more than 10 PSCs failed to inform on opening and submit other data because of lack of telephone lines. 

TED # 110, PSC # 110, Svatovo town. Observers from parties and CVU were not allowed to the morning sitting of PSC # 72 (TED # 110). Observers were let in one by one when they standed upon their’ rights. A statement of violation and a claim to the constituency election commission were executed. 

Lviv oblast

Observers of Lviv branch of the CVU informed that all polling stations were opened in due time, except for PSC # 25 (TED # 113, Lviv), which was opened with 25-minute delay because of organizational shortfall. 

They informed that the number of ballot papers issued to some polling stations of TED # 114 (Pustomyty) and # 113 (Lviv) is less than the number of voters on lists.

All observers were allowed to polling stations. 

TED # 120 election commission failed to provide PSCs with contact details (phone numbers) for reporting on opening of PSCs in TED # 120 (Sambir town). As a result, commission heads “reported” on opening to the office of Lviv oblast branch of the Committee of Voters of Ukraine.

Kyiv city.

Polling stations were open in time or with a little delay. In some cases voters were given unsigned ballot papers because of PSC members’ lack of experience.

TED 219, PSC 121. The voter came back to the commission members with a ballot paper as there were no last name and signature of a commission member. There was an attempt to send a voter back to vote, doing that a commission member pointed to №1 in the list, the Communist party of Ukraine (renewed) and said “vote here”. At last the voter was found in lists and the PSC member wrote his surname on the ballot paper and signed it.

TED 220, PSC 16. There were persons in voter’s lists who were written with the certain address, but never resided in that flat, although people who really reside there informed the PSC members that they received some invitation for strangers.

TED 223, PSC 112. Polling station was opened at 7.30 there were a lot of observers, and their registration took time. 
TED 222, PSC 39. The commission head included the PSC members into the voter’s lists personally 27 September, but it was a competence of the DEC according to the part 5 article 44 and the part 25 article 102-3 of Law on elections.

The commission didn’t include the voters to the voter’s lists with their own decisions, and sent all complaints to the DEC. 27 September the PSC received from the DEC the enumeration of voters who are to be included into the voter’s lists. Nevertheless they were not included into the lists, so at the Election Day they are given election ballot papers according to the enumeration of voters.

TED 222, PSC 38. The same situation with giving election ballot papers according to the enumeration of voters.

TED 224, PSC 69. There were persons in voter’s lists who were written with the certain address, but never resided that address, the same way as during 2006elections.

TED 28, PSC 7. The voters appeared to be excluded from the voter’s lists. The voters were abroad but came back on 21 September.

TED 218, PSC 54. The voters appeared to be excluded from the voter’s lists. The voters were abroad but came back on 12 September.

TED 220, PSC 16. There were persons in voter’s lists who were written with the certain addresses, but never resided in those flats.

TED 174, PSC 102. The Party of Regions carries illegal agitation on the elections day. Yellow party car is driven from house to house and a person with party symbols carries agitation, distributes propaganda leaflets.

TED 219, PSC 120. The commission head disappeared. The PSC appointed a person in charge.

Kyiv oblast.

In prison in Bila Tserkva PSC №76 there are 45 voters but only 17 ballot papers. 29 September there was an attempt to solve this problem but the DEC doesn’t have ballot papers in reserve.

TED 91, PSC 118. Shpytky village. The commission members give election ballot papers searching voters in voter’s lists and in enumeration of voter’s lists they got from the DEC simultaneously. 

According to the enumeration of lists the PSC should have included/excluded the voters in or out of the list, and the enumeration should be saved in a safe. There is information that some voters are present both in voter’s list and in the enumeration.

Rivne oblast.

According to information of the Rivne CVU observer district election commission № 157 in Sarny town was closed until 6:30. It was 7 o’clock when the head of this DEC came and started answering the telephone calls.

District election commission № 152 in Mlyniv - according to words of security guard in building where the election commission works, commission members are going to start their work at 8:30 only.

In DEC № 155 (Dubrovytsa) in about 7:30 nobody answered the telephone, which can prove the fact that the commission started work with delay.

Some of polling stations also started their work with delay. Polling station № 1 in Zdolbuniv town  opened for voters with delay of 15 minutes because they had problems with ballot papers.

Cherkasy oblast.

Polling station №68, DEC 199 – special polling station in isolation hospital, actually was opened in 8 o’clock, when doctors woke up. The voters had no access to the polling station before this time.

Polling station №37, DEC 199 – voting started at 7:30, PSC members explained that they were not able to count ballot papers in time.

Polling station №19, DEC 199 – yellow CVU bracelets («Don’t be an obstacle - vote») were taken by the Regions Party observers by mistake as agitation for “oranges”, they accused our observers in organization of  ‘merry-go-round’ and demanded to take off bracelets.

Polling station №76, DEC 199 – 216 ballot papers ‘were lost’, but found later with the help of militia. They investigated that a shelf in the safe fell on to ballot papers and covered them. The decision of DEC was to stop the responsibilities of the PSC head.

Polling station №140, DEC 199 (Kumeyky village. Cherkasy region) – there were included 99 persons in extract from list to vote outside the polling station, the total number of voters in list is 674.

Polling station №61, DEC 199 – special polling station in hospital for veterans. There are 145 voters in list and only 102 ballot papers received. In spite of the fact that the commission head complained in DEC in time the problem was not solved and about 40 voters didn’t have an opportunity to vote. Veterans were offended with such attitude.

Polling station №3, DEC 202 (Zolotonosha town) – citizen Moreyko, who checked himself in lists at the proper time didn’t found himself on the polling day. He is sure that now they have different lists. He wrote a complaint and he is going to apply to public prosecutor.

Kharkiv oblast.

№ 178, PSC 7, 6 – 3 cases when voters checked themselves a week ago and they were present in lists and today they came to vote, but there are no their names in lists

№ 174 – the half of commission members discussed the problem of changing the head of DEC Chernichkin M.D. (the party ‘Our Ukraine’ representative), in the separate building 5 commission members elected Konovalov O.M. instead of him (also the “OU” representative); they explained that they did it by mutual agreement with CEC.

Kherson oblast.

All polling stations were opened in time, except polling station №87 (secondary school №1 Kherson city), which was opened in 7.20 as there were no ballot-boxes, which were delivered after 7.00.

TED№184, polling station №5. The commission head sent away several commission members and observers from the meeting before he opened a safe, he said that only 3-4 commission members can be present when safe is open, but not all members.

TED№184, polling station №151. There is a shortage of ballot papers: 126 voters, 116 ballot papers.

TED №184, polling station №47. Special polling station, hospital. Only 32 ballot papers were given to the polling station, but there are 50 voters according to the list, elections can’t be continued, commission members appealed to the DEC №184.

TED №184, polling station №113. Two voters – a husband and a wife came to the polling station, where they were included in voter’s list, but they couldn’t vote as they were excluded from the list according to the border service data.

Khelnytsk oblast.

The observers were not allowed to enter to the polling station №2, 198 (Kamyanets-Podilsky) at 6:45, they were given no explanations why the commissioners did not open the door.

Militiamen didn’t let a correspondent V.Zaharyev to enter the building of DEC №197
