CVU is revealing further drawbacks in the course of voting 

Vinytsa oblast 

Citizens presented more than 60 court decisions on putting their names on voter’s lists as of 11.00 a.m. However, PSCs have no additional lists voters to be put on; on the other hand, court decisions are of binding nature. In Vinnytsa, all PSCs were given blank forms for registration of individuals having resolutions of constituency election commissions or court decisions with them. 

Dnipropetrovsk oblast 

Viktor Bondar, acting Head of Dnipropetrovsk oblast state administration, announced at 10.00 a.m., that he ordered representatives of law enforcement bodies and educational institutions to clarify voter’s lists and make relevant amendments on Saturday. 

Citizens file many claims against errors in voter’s lists with constituency election commissions throughout the oblast, especially in big cities. Majority of voters claim they have been crossed out based on input of the State Border Service of Ukraine. 

Currently, an average voter turnout is more than 18 %. In countryside it exceeds 20 %, in urban regions it totals about 15 %.

Constituency # 28, PSC # 43. CVU’s observers revealed that polling boxes were sealed out on Friday. At PSC # 45, the commission’s head is making entries in the “Notices” column explaining why an individual has been crossed out of the list (foreign travel, death etc.). The law does not sanction such entries.

Constituency # 28, PSC # 71. No data on parties and blocs is available at the polling station. Head of the commission does not allow people to cast their vote now and asks them to come back in the evening. 

Some polling stations of constituency # 29 lack equipment (PSC # 130 is short of polling booths; PSC # 118 — small boxes for home voting).

Constituency # 27, PSC # 21. Official observers demanded that a portrait of the President should be removed as “hidden agitation”. 

Members of constituency election commission # 29 cannot get in the office. Only five persons: the head, deputy head, secretary and two IT specialists are admitted to the premise.

Members of constituency election commission # 27 and its head, Olesja Marchenko, refuse to receipt voters having complaints. 

Zakarpattya oblast

Constituency # 69, Berehovo town. About 50 % of voters have been crossed out of lists. The same problems occur in other border rayons. It happened because of negligence of the State Border Service, which failed to collect data on persons returning to Ukraine. 

In total, 16,000 voters have been crossed out in constituency # 69 (Berehovo, Vynohradiv, Irshava rayons); 21,000 voters — in constituency # 70 (Khust, Rakhiv, Tjachiv rayons); 7,500 voters — in constituency # 67 (Svalyava, Perechyn, Berezna, Volovets and Mizhgirja rayons); 6,000 voters — in constituency # 66 (Uzhgorod city and Uzhgorod rayon). Constituency election commission # 68 (Mukacheve town and Mukacheve rayon) refused to disclose relevant data.

Zaporizhzha oblast 

Constituency # 71, PSC # 47 – the polling station commission, located in a pretrial detention center, is closed. 24 persons out of 36 refused to cast their votes. Currently, is unclear why. 

Coordinators from Our Ukraine – People’s Union Bloc receive SMS saying that election is cancelled. 

Odesa oblast 

133/97 – Polling station got voter’s list in the morning of September 30 only.

133/115 – Voters were put on the list in the course of voting.

133/5 – voters’ applications for putting on lists were rejected. 

133/170 – 200 ballot papers out of 250 are missed. There are only 50 ballot papers available.

132/182 – as of 11.00 a.m., 61 voters have cast their votes. There are 92 voters registered. PSC has 84 ballot papers only.

132/164 – a commission has disqualified an observer from Yulia Tymoshenko’s Bloc.

132/100 lack of 340 ballot papers (total number of voters — 3800 (!) 

132/114 shortage of 990 ballot papers for 2500 voters.

Kyiv city

Many people claim they were missed, although their names were on lists in 2006, and they did not go abroad. 

Also, voters who went abroad but came back in mid-September cannot find their names on lists.

Constituency # 218, PSC # 86. Voters find unknown individuals registered at their addresses.

Constituency # 218, PSC # 41. Three militiamen stay in the premise for voting. A ballot box for home voting is kept at a polling station, but not in the premise for voting.

Three big polling boxes are used for voting. The fourth one is not sealed out; it is kept outside the premise for voting.

Constituency # 222, PSC # 144. An individual of the full legal age filed an application for putting on the voter’s list with PSC on September 23. Nevertheless, on the polling day her name is missed. 

Constituency # 217, PSC # 63. CVU’s observers noticed that some individuals took pictures of their ballot papers using cell phones. 

Constituency # 217, PSC # 92. Observers from YTB revealed and prevented taking three ballot papers out of the PSC.

Cherkasy oblast 

Constituency # 199, PSC # 124 (maternity hospital). There are 140 voters on the list and 60 ballot papers issued. Head of the commission has filed a claim with the Prosecutor’s office.

Constituency # 205, PSC # 2 (Uman University). About 500 students residing in the dormitory have not been put on the list. In total, there are 2000 voters registered.
Constituency # 203, PSC # 303 (Smila town) — names submitted by the local welfare agency have not been put on the list for home voting. Only those who have filed applications in persons are registered. At first, commissioners refused to organize home voting at all. Then, they resoled that those whose names were misses would be brought to PSC at the commission’s expense, and the rest would be visited by commissioners at home, as required by the law. 

Constituency # 199. Representatives of the Party of Regions and Volodymyr Olijnyk visit polling stations of the constituency and demand that all observers and commissioners should take off badges bearing the national flag and anthem of Ukraine. At PSC # 95, they even got to blows. 

Khmelnytskyi oblast 

As of 12.00, voter turnout was about 20%, in some constituencies — about 25 %. 

Constituency # 198. More than 50 persons are voting at home (PSCs ## 43, 45, 47, 36, 1, 22, 4)

Special polling station # 42. 23 ballot papers have been issued for 51 voters.

Many errors are revealed in voter’s lists, especially in constituency # 189 (Slavuta rayon) and constituency # 197 (Dunajevtsi rayon).

Constituency # 189 (Slavuta rayon), PSC # 182. A commission affixed a seal on withdrawal from the election processes against # 1 in ballot papers. Unless a constituency election commission remedies the situation, election at the polling station will not be held. 

Volyn oblast

In total, voter turnout was about 20.1% as of 12.00. Constituency # 20 – 29808 voters – voter turnout was about 20%; a lot of mistakes are revealed in voter’s lists.

Constituency # 23, PSC # 26. MP Anatoliy Horbatjyk (Party of Regions) has found his “double” in the list when getting a ballot paper. He filed a claim with the commission. Also, at PSC # 41, a voter has revealed an unknown individual registered at his address.

Deputy head of constituency election commission # 26 Vasyl Kuts has resigned from his position saying that heads of the commission were to falsify the election results. For two days, he did not arrive to the CEC.  

Ivano-Frankivsk oblast 

Voter turnout was from 9 % to 25 % in various constituencies as of 12.00. 

CEC # 79 has not adopted the Resolution on putting PSC members on lists at their PSCs. Sometimes PSC passed own resolutions to the effect.

Constituency # 79 (Kalush town) voters were crossed out of voter’s lists based on input of the local working groups on voter’s accounting. CEC submitted such data to PSCs without execution of the relevant Resolution of CEC. 

Constituency # 79 (Ivano-Frankivsk city), PSC # 17. A voter came back to Ukraine on September 23, but his name was missed.

Constituency # 79 (Ivano-Frankivsk city). The State Border Service confused the name of Vahylevych Street in their data.

CEC # 83. Accoridng to OSCE observers, informational posters were removed at one polling station.

CEC # 80: too many voters were registered for home voting:

PSC # 71 – 84 voters out of 2975; PSC # 77 — 59 voters out of 883; PSC # 84 – 62 voters out of 1775; PSC # 86 — 60 voters out of 1417; PSC # 87 — 100 voters out of 2072; PSC # 88 — 64 voters out of 1507; PSC # 91 — 75 voters out of 2335; PSC # 96 — 57 voters out of 1461; PSC # 108 — 100 voters out of 2389; PSC # 110 — 
85 voters out of 2696

Kherson oblast

As of 12.00, voter turnout was 16%. Voter’s lists are of poor quality.

Constituency #184, PSC # 104 (Kherson city). Ballot papers were issued to commissioners at the steering meeting. Later on, head of the commission collected some ballot papers and locked them in a safe box. Relevant statement of violation has been executed. 

Constituency #184, PSC # 76 (Kherson city). Voters cannot vote in polling booths because of poor lighting. 

Constituency #184, PSC # 42 (Kherson city). One ballot paper did not bear a seal. Commissioners decided what to do with it without convoking a formal meeting. Observers warned them against violation.

Constituency #184, PSC # 104 (Kherson city). There are no informational posters.

Constituency #184, PSC # 18 (Kherson city). Observers from Our Ukraine – People’s Self-Defence Bloc inform that a militia officer is checking documents of voters at the polling station. 

Constituency #184, PSC # 83 (Kherson city). A voter came to her polling station and found out that she has been crossed out of voter’s lists with resolution of CEC # 184 dd. 20.09.2007 upon submission of Komsomolsk Interior department. 

Constituency #184, PSC # 81 (Kherson city). Two voters could not cast their votes because they have been crossed out of voter’s lists as deceased upon submission of a working group on accounting of voters.

Constituency # 184, PSC # 77 (Kherson city). An individual not registered at a given address, has been put on a voter’s list. Owners of the address informed that such individual had already cast his vote when they arrived at a polling station. 

Constituency # 184, PSC # 35 (Kherson city). A disabled individual has not been put on a list for voting at home. A blind man had to come and cast his vote on a common basis. 

Constituency # 184, PSC # 130 (Kherson city). 4 voters were missed in a voter’s list.

Constituency # 184, PSC # 135 (Kherson city). 3 voters were missed in a voter’s list.
