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STATEMENT on responsibility for low quality of voter’s lists.

The extraordinary elections of people’s deputies of Ukraine are finished but the Committee of Voters of Ukraine is still receiving the complaints from voters for not having an opportunity to vote as they didn’t found themselves in the lists. The CVU considers that problems with voter’s lists resulted in fact that several hundred thousand citizens were deprived of their constitutional rights.
The CVU supposes that such violations can’t be leaved unpunished. Particularly according to part 2 article 212-7 of Code on administrative violations of the law there is penalty at the rate 25 up to 50 exemption limits is expected for giving invalid voter’s list. The CVU thinks that the way to punish those who are guilty in low quality of voter’s lists is that citizens of Ukraine should send written requests to the office of home affairs on bringing the heads of task groups on voters’ registration to administrative responsibility. 

The CVU  reminds that administrative penalty can be imposed during two months  since violation is made (we suppose that this day is 9 September as it was the last day when task groups should have the voter’s lists done), so 9 November is the last day when penalties can be imposed. Therefore the CVU appeals to send requests urgently.
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
