On 28th of December election observation mission of ENEMO (European Network of Elections Monitoring Organization) started election observation on the Extraordinary Elections of the President of Georgia.

ENEMO is a network which consists of 18 international organizations from 16 countries of Central and Eastern Europe and Middle Asia. ENEMO Member Organizations in total have observed approximately 200 elections in their countries, deploying more than 200 thousand observers.

ENEMO is planning to deploy 50 international observers and a group of experts consisting of 10 persons for the observation of the Extraordinary Elections of the President of Georgia. Head of the Mission is Yevgen Poberezhny (Ukraine).

The aim of ENEMO is to support democratic processes in the OSCE Participating States and for that purpose it carries out election observation, organizes experience exchange among organizations that observe elections and promotes standards of the election observation. In its observation ENEMO carries out analysis of compliance of election process with the commonly acknowledged international standards of free and democratic elections (Copenhagen Document, 1999), and also with the conditions of local legislation.

As a result of the observation of the Extraordinary Elections of the President of Georgia, ENEMO mission is planning to make a preliminary statement the next day after the elections and to prepare a detailed report, that will be published during a month after the elections.
